Huckleberry Youth Programs is a critical provider of essential safety net services for high-needs youth and their families in San Francisco and Marin County. For over 40 years, HYP has developed and maintained prevention programs that promote the health and leadership of youth, and, as a result, divert youth from violence, crime and gang involvement, as well as other harmful behaviors, including running away, drug/alcohol abuse, risky sexual activities, and involvement in the juvenile justice system.  The agency employs 55 staff members, and operates on a $4 million annual budget. Huckleberry Wellness Academy – San Francisco is a three-year program that links high potential, under-performing students of color, recommended for participation by their school counselor and/or principal, with academic, personal, and career support needed to fill a growing demand for qualified healthcare professionals in the Bay Area.  Tutoring is designed to help students achieve academic success.
 RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Work with an assigned high school student to provide assistance with mathematics (Algebra, Geometry, Advanced Algebra, Pre-Calculus, Calculus), or science (Biology, Chemistry, Physics) or Writing Skills;
2. Assist a student in developing a better understanding of in-class and homework assignments;

3. Coach the student in identifying skills and resources to complete assignments;

QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Minimum BS in mathematics/science/English or extensive experience  tutoring mathematics and/or science/ and/or English 
2. At least 21 years old

3. Clearance by the California Department of Justice

4. Proof of recent TB test

TIME COMMITMENT: Tutors will serve for the Fall 2011 and Spring 2012 semesters and are eligible to continue during the following school year with the approval of the Program Director. Tutors are required to commit to two hours per week, for each week that school is in session.  Additionally, each tutor must attend a three-hour orientation. 

SUPPORT PROVIDED:  Training for this position will be provided at orientation.  Additionally, the coordinator of the Volunteer Program is available on an ongoing basis to answer questions and provide other assistance, as needed.
